Developing a strong vocabulary is essential if children are to become successful literacy
learners. Children from lower SEI backgrounds frequently have a vocabulary deficiency which
can place them at greater risk of literacy failure. It is vital that these
students are provided with a ‘robust’ and explicit approach to vocabulary
instruction. Both primary and secondary students need to continuously
update their semantic knowledge; discovering new content words — both
concrete and abstract - on a daily basis.

The purpose of this workshop will be to investigate the components of
effective vocabulary instruction and to review a number of successful evidence-based
strategies.
