An examination of the different layers of word spelling and related classroom activities

Spelling is only one component of literacy but the implications of struggling to spell are significant. The ability to
effectively comprehend written text is dependent upon the student’s ability to decode individual words with
accuracy and fluency and, in order to write material that can be comprehended, students need to be able to spell
the words they are writing, again with a reasonable degree of accuracy.

Decoding and encoding are two sides of the same coin, so why is it that some students can apparently
read but fail miserably when it comes to spelling?

In this workshop we will explore this question and examine:
e the continuum of decoding and spelling instruction;

the structure of the English language;

the significance of phonological awareness;

the role of metacognition; and,

the value of multisensory instruction.

Presenter: Mandy Nayton is currently the Executive Officer of DSF Literacy and Clinical Services. She is a practising
psychologist and qualified teacher with extensive experience in the field of educational and counselling psychology. Mandy
assesses children, teenagers and adults struggling with the acquisition of effective literacy skills and recommends appropriate
classroom-based and individual strategies. She also runs numerous courses on literacy acquisition and learning difficulties both
for DSF and in association with the University of Western Australia’s Child Study Centre.
